Watchmaking was invented in Geneva in the
16th century and the foundation of the first
Corporation of Watchmakers dating back to
1602. The venue is very close to Quai des
Bergues 15, where, in 1845, PATEK & Cie was
established, now Patek Philippe. Nearby, you
will find the largest hotels in Geneva alongside
the old historic district of Saint-Gervais, which
the "Cabinotiers" have called their home since
1540.
 
In 1985, the AHCI (Académie Horlogère des
Créateurs indépendants) was founded in
Geneva, and today has 34 members, 2
candidates and 4 new applicants for 2022.
 
AHCI members are selected among the best
independent watchmakers from around the
world. To become a member, you must meet
strict criteria and possess extraordinary
technical and creative know-how. These
specialists are worthy of your trust and able to
make the WATCHES and CLOCKS of your
DREAMS.
